rollingstone.com New Gallery CMS Image Bulk Upload Specifications
The gallery bulk upload feature is being added to streamline the creation of new galleries in the rollingstone.com CMS.  Features/functionality should include the following:
CMS portion:
· After user clicks to create a new gallery, has filled out/saved the general info, clicks ‘the manage gallery items’ button, they will get to an empty ‘View Images’ screen.  In the top bar, there will be an additional button: bulk import:
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·  After clicking the ‘bulk Import’ button, the user will arrive at a page with a table and a single empty row with the following columns:

· Title (text field) 

· Image (upload data type)
· Thumbnail (upload data type) 

· Alt Text (text box)
· Credit (text field)
· Associated Artists (artist select widget) 

· Related Links (related links widgets)

· Actions (bottons – Delete, Add Another) 

· Caption (text box) – in a second row with full wysiwyg editir
· List Order and Move to Top should not be options because that functionality is available on the View items screen.

· There will be a button underneath the table that says, ‘Save & Upload.’   If it is clicked, that item (row) would be saved to the db and another empty row will appear as the last row in the table.  Also, the text on the ‘Save button for that row would change to ‘Update.’  

· If the last row doesn’t have any information when ‘save’ is clicked, no action happens for that row and a new row is not added

· If the ‘update’ button is clicked, the row will be updated in the db.

· The Black Title bar at top will read: Bulk Import – [Gallery Name]

· There will be 2 buttons floating to the right of this title 

· Save and Upload

· Back to Gallery
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· On clicking the Add Another button, the cms will insert the last item into the db and another empty row will appear as the last row in the table.  Also, the text on the ‘Save button for the last row would change to ‘Update.’  

· If the last row doesn’t have any information when ‘Add Another’ is clicked, no action happens for that row and a new row is not added Possibly an alert that says ‘empty record’ would pop up)
· On clicking, ‘Save & Upload,’ the data entered (images and text) will be uploaded/saved and the user will be taken back to the view items page.  
· The only validation that will be performed on ‘Save Upload’ is a check for the image and thumbnail.  If either image is not there, a warning alert will open and a new row will not be created.
·  On clicking ‘Back to Gallery,’ an alert that says ‘are you sure you are done inserting items?  Any unsaved work will be lost’ will pop up
Rules of use: 

· Editors will not be able to reorder items on the bulk upload screen.  They will be able to reorder items in the regular gallery cms page.
· The bulk upload page should require no loading of symfony objects so as not to adversely affect server performance.  This page should only be able to execute database inserts and updates.  

· It is possible that when an editor adds many rows to a gallery at one time, there may still be performance problems: either problems on the server level or in the browser.  So, maybe there will need to be a maximum number (10, 15?) that could be added on one page and then the editor would have to click an “add more” button and that would lead to a new bulk upload page.  
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
