usmagazine.com Elimination Grid Specifications
The Elimination Grid is a new reusable content  type for usmagazine.com to be used for elimination types of reality shows.  In it, an editor would create a new Elimination Grid piece of content that had all/some of the show’s contestants.  The page that was created would show a grid that contained all of the show’s contestants.  Users would then have the ability to select the person who they thought would be eliminated in the next episode of the show, submit their choice, and be taken to a page that showed the vote counts for each contestant.  Features/functionality should include the following:
Front-end portion: There would be two pages for each elimination grid – a voting page and a results page. 

· Voting Page - Content area of an elimination grid voting page would have the following:
· Header Banner for the show at the top of the page – 660x90
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· Instructional paragraph/line that tells how many contestants will be eliminated in the next round

· Facebook/twitter share buttons.  

· On the voting page, text next to share buttons would say, “Get your friends to vote.”  Share text would read, “Who do you think will be eliminated in the next round of [show name]” 
· On the results page, the share text would say, “share your picks.”  Share text would read, “I think [contestant name] will be eliminated this week on [show name].  Who would you choose?” 
· Shares will link back to Grid’s voting page.

· (fig 1)The main grid with the faces of each contestant from the show.  The maximum number of people that would show is 30 and the minimum is 3.  Each person would have:

· a 121x121 photo.  

· Name

· Age

· Interesting fact/what person is known for.  The amount of text that showed would be limited to 4 lines.

· (fig 2) When a face is selected, an overlay that says, “Bye!,” will appear over the person’s photo.  If another person were selected, the bye would be removed from other clicked photo and appear on newly selected photo. 
· ‘bye” overlay will appear on rollover, too

· interaction needs thought for what happens if more than one person is going to be eliminated that round.  Also, if number of people to be eliminated changes each episode, how will that be managed?  One global num-eliminees parameter that needs to be changed on a grid each week?  How do the editors know how many people will be eliminated next week?
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· (fig 3) If a contestant has been eliminated already, their photo in the grid will have a black translucent overlay with, “Eliminated,” and the date of elimination

· Beneath the grid would be a submit button and a ‘see results,’ link. 

·  On clicking submit, the vote would be recorded to the db and the user would arrive at the results page.  A cookie would be set so that users could only vote once per day.  Their choice would be stored in the cookie.   

· If a user had already voted and tried to go back to the voting page, they would be redirected back to the results page and their choice (read from the cookie) would still show as selected.

· On clicking the link, the user would just go to the results page.   No cookie would be set.

· Results Page - Content area of an elimination grid results page would be the same as the voting page with the following changes
· Question – should the intro text change to “thank you for making your pick.  Here’s what everyone else has picked”
· Share button text – see above

· Eliminated celebs should have black overlay and date eliminated (fig 3)
· All other celebs should have a red overlay with the number of votes they have received since the grid has been live and, “said bye to”

· (fig 4) On the celebs that the user chose, the slides will also say “your text” above the number and thewhote text will be yellow (hex to be provided).  
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· Submit button and see results link should not appear on results page (it’s in the comp)

· Right rail

· Sponsor logo, if sponsored and available

· 336x260 box ad

· [Show] News – this module will pull in the most recent news posts that have been tagged with the designated edit flag for this grid – max, min
· New photo galleries module – this module will display the two most recent photo galleries tagged with the designated edit flag – max 2, min 1 (if there are none tagged, module will not appear) 

· Metadata

· * Head Banner Upload – for 660x90 header banner

· * URL
· Publish Date – with override publish date

· Meta Keywords

· *Promo Photo Files (need to know if more than the below two are needed and which are required)
· 350x441 

· 300x178

· Tags

· Select Advertorial Tags

· Editorial Tags (required for right rail modules to pull anything in)

· Comments needed?
· Show eliminated – check box.  If checked, eliminated celebs won’t show on vote or results page

· Photo table columns

· Photo filename

· Manage: view photo, edit, delete

· Sorting arrows and ‘move to top’ link

· Add Another photo link beneath table

· Preview, publish, Save as Draft, and save order buttons
